If you would like information about a variety of subjects, take several voice samples; keeping with one subject for each voice sample.   Every print-out will be “flavored” by the subject you talk about.

    Sometimes you will find conflicting statements on a report.  This indicates that these same conflicts reside within your own personality.  As you talk about different subjects you will be able to determine the conflicts and joys of each subject.

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There is a strong move from Left Brained [logical–linear thinking] to Right Brained [emotional- holistic thinking] when former President Carter talks about the war in Iraq on Meet the Press and then again when he attempts to clarify those statements on the Today Show.  In the former Vocal Profile [below in yellow]  he has a strong sense of self through the very high D and D#.  In this “clarifying” statement, he has diminished that sense of self approval.  This shows that his making and thinking about these statements took an emotional toll on him.  
The voice is also more scattered through more octaves.  The most stress shows to be in the realm of spiritual justice.  When you consider the frequency relationships of each of the notes, there is a total break in D# and E.  This would indicate that he is experiencing considerable ambiguity about his “clarifying” statements.  He has thought about his statements thoroughly and feel that there is no answer that is sufficient but he needs to make these statements for the betterment of the WHOLE.

He “clarified” his statements because he believed it was the right thing to do.  He was not forced but once he decided that his statements needed to be tempered, he did it wholeheartedly.

In the first chart about this matter, C# is very strong indicating a strong sense of justice.  That sense of justice has been considerably diminished in the Today Show interview.

Meet the Press Vocal Profile with interpretation in YELLOW
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Power source for this chart is an inner strength born of a strong sense of Self, ethics and justice.  The spiritual support for this chart is physical – it is likely that he is physically active in a spiritual way.  There is a transition from knowing how things should be to actually getting the deeds done that satisfy the self approval issues of the chart.  This is a self driven person who NEEDS to do the right thing to satisfy his inner calling for truth and fairness.  C# is the strongest note in the chart when you consider all five active octaves.  An nVoice graph can only show four octaves at a time.  This is a multi-tasking person who can think on many levels at once but at the same time give complete attention to the task at hand.  

The sense of self power is combined with strong personal ideals of justice. This person will likely to help once but insist that people learn to help themselves. Playing emotional games is not part of this chart.
